How to use the Wheelchair Weigh Scales

1) Switch on the scale – before entering the scale
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2) What to do - if able to stand:
a. Make sure the scale has no load/nothing on it
b. Ask the person to step on to the scale
c. If the person is unsteady, use the foldable seat (see point 4)
d. Read the weight off the scale
e. Take a photo of the weight with your phone or write it down

3) What to do - if using a wheelchair:
a. Make sure the scale has no load/nothing on it
b. Make sure the foldable seat is in the upright position
c. Enter the scale (some people may need help) 
d. Make sure wheel breaks are on
e. Read the weight off the scale
f. Take a photo of the Total Weight with your phone or write it down.
i. Total Weight – weight of wheelchair = your weight
ii. Weight of wheelchair may be on the frame of the wheelchair.
iii. If not and you are able to get out of the chair, you can weigh the wheelchair separately to learn its weight.
g. With help if needed, take off the brakes and reverse off the platform 

4) Using the folding seat:

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» Press the Start key.

. All the elements of the display are shown briefly,
then SECA appears in the display.
The scale is operational when 0.00 appears in the
display.
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2. Tumn the locking bar of the folding seat clockwise
until it no longer protrudes over the seat.

3. Fold the seat down.
4. Ensure that the legs of the seat are fully extended.

Folding up the folding seat

CAUTION!

Bodily injury

If the folding seat is not correctly secured, it

may drop down unintentionally.

» Ensure that the folding seat is correctly
latched when not in use.

» Ensure that the folding seat is not accidentally
unlatched.

1. Fold the seat up.

2. Turn the locking bar of the folding seat counter-
clockwise until it is securely engaged in the corre-
sponding opening in the side part.

3. Ensure that the legs of the seat are fully folded
away.
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Using the folding seat

Patients with restricted mobility can sit on the folding
seat to be weighed.

CAUTION!

Bodily injury, damage to device

The maximum permitted load for the folding

seat is less than the maximum permitted load

for the device.

» Only load the folding seat to the maximum
permitted load for the folding seat, see “Tech-
nical data” on page 104.

» Do not use the folding seat if you have to as-
sume that the patient's weight exceeds the
maximum permitted load of the folding seat.

Folding down the folding seat

1. Hold the folding seat steady so that it cannot drop
down unintentionally.
